a way for educators and families to share their perspectives and deepen their connections
information to help educators to reflect on their programs and interactions

guidance for planning for learning

information that can promote continuity of learning and support successful transition to school.

Documenting children’s learning and program evaluation has long been part of quality practice in
ECEC. However, the term ‘assessment’ is more often linked to the school sector and has prompted
some debate in early childhood settings. Gowrie Australia hopes that this resource will support
educators to undertake meaningful and ethical assessment of teaching and learning. We believe that
the starting point for this is recognising each child as a rich and competent learner with infinite
possibilities. We view documentation and assessment as a collaborative endeavor, involving children,
families and educators, to build a meaningful picture of learning.
